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Promoting Public Health in Sudan: Diaspora is giving hand!!
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A critical mass of public health professionals is
now widely recognized as a pre-requisite and a
need for revival of health systems in developing
countries.

The often weak health systems, overstrained by the
burden of communicable diseases and poverty in
developing countries, call for more investment in
public health interventions to improve both,
management and delivery of health care.

Sudan is a huge country with a multitude of health
problems and a situation of health indicators
lagging behind what is desired to achicve the
Millennium Development Goals (MDGs). The
health sector in the country is persistently trying to
respond to these challenges. However, onc of the
major constraints is the lack of a critical mass in the
health workforce, in particular public health
professionals.

Community physicians, public health specialists
and professionals involved in health actions are
contributing sincere efforts to improve health
situation in Sudan. The Sudanese Community
Physicians Association (SCPA) is also exerting a
lot of efforts towards upgrading public health
profession. This journal (SJPH) introduced by
SCPA is, in fact, a milestone in this movement.
However, a remarkable development is the
response of diaspora group to join hands with

professionals inside Sudan for the purpose of
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regularly in aspects related to public health. Starting
from this issue, a new section in this journal will be
devoted to contributions of the group members. It is
agreed that this section will be named "A4 post Card
from UK".

Another group of committed Sudanese community
and family medicine specialists, mostly in Gulf
countries is starting a movement to establish a
program for Family Medicine in Sudan.

We very much hope that these steps will pave the
way to creating more links with health and public
health professionals in diaspora. We are committed
to work towards building a broad alliance for public
health involving multidisciplinary professionals for

the sake of improving population health in Sudan.
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
